St Nicholas Pre-School is committed to providing a fun and friendly enabling environment which encourages our unique children to develop a plethora of skills and to build positive relationships for use in every day situations and in readiness for their transition to Primary school.

Our Uniqueness
St Nicholas Pre-School is an organisation based at the very heart of our community. Based in Whitchurch Village, we run the Pre-school from St Nicholas Church Hall. We also run baby and toddler groups in Whitchurch Community Centre. We are an important facility for the people of the community, providing support and education from birth to 4 years of age. We have strong links with the local schools to help aid the transition from Pre-school to Primary School.
We are unique in the way we spilt our age groups in Pre-school. Our preference is to have all 3-4 year olds attend our morning sessions 9am-12am and Thursdays 9am-3pm and also the option to complete an all-day session on a Tuesday or Wednesday, with a maximum of 22 children per session. Our younger intake is from 2 years and 8 months, these attend our Monday, Wednesday and Friday afternoon sessions 12.30 to 3pm, with a maximum of 20 per session, and when space is available we try to offer an all-day session on a Tuesday or Wednesday. If intake for a year is particularly high we will take a maximum of ten 3-4 year olds in the afternoon sessions. This way we can create an environment to promote learning and development for the older children to develop skills to help them be more prepared for Primary school; and the younger children can concentrate on getting used to being separated from their carers, get used to the surroundings and staff, and developing their social skills. We create effective learning by playing, exploring, active learning and creating and thinking critically. 

We have dedicated qualified staff that are friendly, have a great sense of fun and who work well as a team. As we are a small organization our staff are valued and appreciated; our staff enjoy their roles and this is transferred to the children and the parents who all enjoy attending St Nicholas Pre-school. 
We make use of our local community resources, we have an allotment within Whitchurch village, we use the local school library and gym and have visits to local parks, shops and attractions.

Parents are an integral part of our educational process. In recognition of this important role parent involvement is actively sought, encouraged and welcomed.  Parents are involved within the Pre-school as Committee members and as helpers within the Pre-school sessions and on trips. Our parents are keen to be part of the Pre-school and we are very much grateful their commitment.
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
